SILENT  AUCTION 
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Handy Hint 
 
Martha Hastings was kind enough to send  grape clusters as well as the 
instructions on how to make them. 
 
 She took Mustard Seeds and rolled them into paint—she used a bright 
green, but if you wanted red or purple grapes, that would work too. 
 
The seeds were allowed to dry.  Then using a toothpick, she dipped the 
end into glue rolled the tip into a pile of the seeds.  The clusters can 
be as large as you’d like. 
 
 Using wrapped green florist wire, twist around a toothpick, forming 
the 
tendrils.  Cut out some small leaves and you’re done! 
 
 If you’d like shiny grapes, brush with Gloss Varnish. 
 
 Glass hole less beads may also be used.
